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Tilburg artist and designer Jan Doms will stage an
exhibition (‘DOCK’), supported by the municipality of
Tilburg, in the splendid chapel of the former Maria-
Goretti House. The entrance to the chapel (no. 53) is
opposite the recently renovated Wilhelmina Park,
designed by the renowned Dutch landscape architect
L.A. Springer (1855-1940).

In the early 1980s, this legendary venue hosted
countless experimental art projects under the auspices
of EN nu Stichting voor de Kunsten Nu, including

Jan Doms’ first large-scale performance entitled

‘Het Fitnesscomplex, of .... je wilt er toch goed uitzien’
(The Fitness Complex, or .... we want to look great,
don’t we?).

The exhibition in Tilburg is a sequel to the retrospective
entitled ‘Jan Doms | sculpture architecture’ that was
held, on the initiative of CASA Vertigo, in the central
hall and auditorium of the Vertigo building (the former
Architecture Faculty of Eindhoven University of

Technology TU/e) in the fall of 2009. The documentary
part of the retrospective was later shown at the
Groningen Academy of Architecture.

The central feature of the exhibition is the ‘smahus |
lodge’ installation - an elaboration of an earlier
concept Jan Doms made in Eindhoven and based on
his stay in Sweden in the spring of 2009. In the
installation, architecture, landscape and visual art are
interlinked by a poetic three-dimensional ‘drawing’ of
steel and glass. The exhibition also features a
documentary overview of sculptures, models,
performances [De Maatschap internationaal] and
architectural designs [LEF stadsdynamica].

Chris Manders, former director of the Tilburg Academy
and architecture and art critic, has studied the works
of Jan Doms, who graduated in 1976 (when Manders
was in charge) on constructional and plastic sculpture,
Russian Avant-garde and urban history. Manders’
paper forms part of the publication on the sculptures

and designs of Jan Doms to accompany the exhibition.
The full-colour publication - also called ‘DOCK’ - was
printed by Lecturis, with graphic design by Jac de Kok.

Jan Doms builds, draws, designs, investigates, writes,
directs and organises. As such his work covers many
different disciplines, including sculpture, drawing, per-
formance, literature, architecture, urban development
and landscape. Jan Doms enjoys working on the
interfaces between different realms of art and design,
where every activity is an exciting adventure.
